Pursuant to Section 66-8-109 NMSA 1978, the below-listed individual has exercised his/her 
right for an opportunity to arrange for a physician, licensed professional or practical nurse or 
laboratory technician or technologist who is employed by a hospital or physician of his/her own 
choosing to perform a chemical test in addition to any test performed at the direction of a law 
enforcement officer.  The blood sample will be collected and maintained in a secure facility for 
no longer than thirty (30) days from the date of collection. 
 
A written request for a chemical test shall be delivered to the Department of Public Safety 
facility storing the blood sample.  The written request shall contain the name and address of 
the laboratory conducting the testing as approved by the Scientific Laboratory Division of the 
Department of Health, pursuant to the provisions of Section 24-1-22 NMSA 1978.  The sample 
will be delivered to the laboratory with instructions to mail the test results to the address on this 
form, along with a copy to the Department of Public Safety. 
 
If no written request is received within thirty (30) days from the date of collection, the sample 
will be destroyed.
